Group B-Word Identification – chunking, sounding out, reading on, re reading, adjusting reading rate, using analogy

Group D-Word Identification - reading on, re reading, adjusting reading rate

Group E-Word Identification - reading on, adjusting reading rate, less common letter patterns and sound/symbol relationships

Group F- Word Identification - reading on, adjusting reading rate, less common letter patterns and sound/symbol relationships

5. Punctuation Focus:  refresher of the focus on a work sheet and then writing a passage with plenty of examples of “punctuation of the week” to be included.

Links to curriculum- Text structure and organisation: Full stops, commas, question marks and speech marks
6. Book Discussion Groups: students will read their group text and work through their roles of the reader. 10 mins reading, 10 mins reporting or working on their tasks. 

Links to curriculum- middle to high: Contextual Understanding – different interpretations of text (connections and comparisions between own experiences and text), devices used by Authors and Illustrators, Authors world view.

Low to middle: Comprehension - predicting, creating images, connecting, explicit and implicit information (sequencing events, main idea), sharing and justifying opinions and different points of view, character representations, text organisation.
Assessment: 

Guided reading: anecdotal records by teacher when students are doing guided reading on the mat.

Punctuation: to be collected weekly and will be marked by teacher with particular focus on spelling and the punctuation focus of that week.

Book discussion: observations by teacher.

Novel focus: to be discussed and peer observed in novel time.
